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Lost Boats d December

USS Capelin (§S -289) J Lost on 2 December 1943 with the loss
of 76 Officers and Men, while on her 2™ war patrol. She may
have been lost to mines as there were Japanese minefields
known to have been placed in various positions along the north
coast of Sulawesi in Capelind s ar e a Gone wit
remains in the list of boats lost without a known cause. Cape-
/in earned 1 battle star for her WWII service.

USS Sealion (SS-195) J Lost on 10 December 1941 with the
loss of 5 of her crew (1 died as a POW). She took two direct
bomb hits in the Japanese air raid that demolished the Cavite
Navy yard, in Manila Bay. Damaged beyond remaining repair
facilities capabilities she was ordered destroyed. All salvageable
equipment was taken off, depth charges were placed inside,
and on 25 December, the explosives were set off to prevent her
from being made useful to the enemy.

USS F-1 (§5-20) o Loston 17 December 1917 with the loss of 19
Officers and Men while maneuvering in exercises (training sub-
marine school students) off Pont Loma, San Diego, CA. She
collided with USS F-3 (§S-22) and sank in 10 seconds, her
port side torn forward of the engine room. Three of her crew
were rescued by the submarines with whom she was operating.

USS S-4 (8§5-109) 6 Loston 17 December 1927 with the loss of
40 Officers and Men. While surfacing from a submerged run
over the measured-mile off Cape Cod near Provincetown, MA,
she was accidentally rammed and sunk by the Coast Guard de-
stroyer USS Paulding (CG -17). Heroic efforts were made to
rescue six known survivors trapped in the forward torpedo
room, who had exchanged a series of signals with divers by
tapping on the hull. Sadly all six men perished. Raised on 17
March 1928 she was towed to the Boston Navy yard for dry-
docking and de-commissioned on 19 March. Recommissioned
on 16 October, after repairs and conversion to a test
vessel for submarine rescue experimentation, she ;-
served until she was stricken from the Navel Vesselé' T
Register on 15 January 1936 and destroyed on 15 May | 7
